Use protective equipment
- Use safety glasses.
- Use face or dust mask if working operations create dust.

Connect dust extraction equipment
- If the tool is provided for the connection of dust extraction and collecting equipment,
ensure these are connected and property used.

Do not abuse the cord
- Never yank the cord to disconnect it from the socket. Keep the cord away from heat, oil
sharp edges.

Secure work
- Where possible use clamps or a vice to hold the work. It is safer than using your hand.

Do not overreach
- Keep proper footing and balance at all times.

Maintain Tools with care.

Keep cutting tools sharp and clean for better and safer performance.

Follow instruction for lubricating and changing accessories.
